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l.  Overview of World Economy and COVID-19 Impact:

During Covid-19 pandemic the world
economy has wvitnessed an unprecedented
turbulence, and it has beenimpacted in
different levels in crucial sectors such as
agribusiness hedth, logistics and
transportation, tourism, education, news
information and communication technologies
in which several countries are reovering, but
the recovery is not the same everywheren
a context ofgreat uncertainty. The countries
most affected are those operating inthese
sectors as well as the employment of youn
people and women in the primary informal
sectors. Nevertheless, the significant number
of vaccination campaignsin several countries
has contributed to decreasingthe
economic downturn and increasng the trust
of investors and producers in orde to resume
their activities in creasingly despite alternative
programing of lockdown and lockdown
easing.

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According to the latest analyses of IMF carried out in April 2021, it was indicated that a drop rate
growth and aslownessin global economyestimated at 3.3% 2020 and it might exceed 6% in 2021 due to
the positive effects of remote work and digitalization of commercial operation and international investment.
Then, it will probably reach 4.4% in 2022 thanks to newbudgetary support measuresand vaccination

campaigns
private stakeholders.

All regions have leen impacted negatively. In fact, the mostaffected regions areespectively the ountries of
Latin Americaand the Caribbeanwith an ecanomic decline of 7% in 2020, followed by eurozone countries (-
6%), countries of the Middle Eastand Central Asia (-2.9%), sub-SaharanAfrican countries (-1.9%), and
emergingcountries and developingcountries of Asia,Latin America,and the Caribbean

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Between 2019 and 2020,the OIC member states
have witnessed adecreasein their GDPdue to the
negative impact of the pandemic, the GDP has
decreased fromU3D 7.3 billion in 2019 to USD6.9
billion in 2020, i.e. a regression of 5.62%
originating mainly from Saudi Aabia, the United
Arab Emirates, Indonesia Egypt, Iran, Iraq,
Turkey, Lebanon Ageria, Bangladesh Kuwait,
and Malaysiathat have undegone the toughness
of Qovid-19 consequences.

The meaares taken by the Member States to
support the resilience of thér economiesand to
overcome the impact of COVIBLY,
particularly vaccination ampaignsand budgetary
stimulus as well as the trust within business
communities signifies a growth of about 11.3% in
2020 and 2021 with a total GDP of countries
moving from 6.9 billion to 7.6 billion USD
The contribution of the following countries in the
growth of the GDP isimportant: Saudi Aabia,
Indonesia, Nigeiia, Turkey, Mahysia, the United
Emirates, Iran, Egypt, Bangladesh and
Kazakhstan to name but a few. The relations of
bilateral cooperation have played in it a
prominent role.

This confidence can continuebetween 2021 and

2022 with a growth estimated at 6.73% fo OCI
member States and this is according to the

projections of IMF carried out in April 2021 and
the calculations of he ICDT. Several institut ions of
the OIC and development partners have iniited

several projects in order to assistthe countries of

the Ummah to mitigate the effectsof Covid-19,

particularly he implementation of regional value
chains and relaunching local productions,

tourism, transportation, and other direct foreign

investments via electronic platforms and physical
meetings. In addition to other strategies aiming at
helping countries to reducethe risks ofthe spread

of Covid-19 through by facilitating access and
trade of vaccines, medicines, andmaintenance
products between the OlICmember States.

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II. World Trade and the Effects of Covid-19 Pandemic

Snce Decenber 2019, the world trade suffered severely fromthe negative effect of Covid-19
which deregulated all supply chans of manufactured products and hindered commercial
strategies not only of countries, but also the regimal plans ofeconomicdevelopment within
the framework of national integration.

The first forecastsof WTOcounted on thefact that world merchandisetrade must decrease
by 9.2% in 2020 due tothe impact of @vid-19 on world trade, the sameprojections have
been reviewed downward to 5.3% and can peak at 8%n 2021 (WTO, Mach 2021) thanks
to the budgetary and monetary measures taken by the States in order to support
their economies as wé andthe vaccination camg@igns in 2021.

In fact, these different strategies along with the measuresof trade liberalization of vaccines
particularly under the auspices of the WTO could foster the growth of world trade and reach
the target of 4% in 2022 on the assumption that thee would be no resurgene@ of new
variants of @vid-19 and that economies would be more reBent despite their disparity.

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The pandemic has caused mixed impacts on the foreign trade of certain regions:

Between 2019 and 2020: world exports growth has decreased drastically and was led
by exports of North America, Europe, ard dightly by Asia despite the significant increase
of exports of regions such as Africa Commonwealth of Independent StategCIS) and the
Middle Eastdue to thedrop in oil revenueslinked to the contraction in the price of a barrel by
35% and mining products by 19%. World impats have experienced a lower growth decline
than exports driven more by imports from Europe, the Middle East and Africa and which are
not offset by the increase in imports from North America, South Americaand Asia
in manufactured products, particularly textiles (masks) and electronics (computers for
teleworking).

This regression may be explained among others,by the fact that oil prices fell by 35%
in 2020, global exportsby 8%, exports of services by 20%, and travels by 63% due to
therestrictions enacted by the Statesto avoid physicalinteraction.
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The most negatively affected sectors are the products of agribusiness healh, tourism,
educaton, transportation andtravel, and employment in industrial sector. On the other hand,
the positively affected sectors are electronic trade, telework, digitalizationof governmental

Between 2020 and 2021: budgetary and monetary measuresespecially inthe Unites States
together with vaccination campaigns initiated by several countries have ot contributed in
the growth of global exports, yet they hae contributed in their decline especially in the
countries of the Mddle East AS Europe, Africa, North Americg and South Americadue to
travel restrictions which were not lifted by Asian exyorts particularly the Chineseexports of
medical products duiing this period.

Between 2021 and 2022: the estimates of world trade growth carried out by the WTO
portend a growth of 4%, while taking into consideration that the budgetary and monetary
measuresas well as theproduction and sufficient commercialization of vaccineswhich will
bear fruit in 2022 andthat the spreadof the pandemic becomeswveak.

The relaunch of travels, theincrease ofenergy products might play a partin revitalizing global
trade. The increase ofinvestorséconfidencemight play acrucial role in the recovery of global
trade. However, at the regional level there is a sligpage in export growth of around 15 to 60%
compared to the figures for 2@0/2021 .

The exports that will step back the most are those ofAfrica, Middle East, and Asia The
imports which are affected the most are those dflorth America, Europe, and south America;
however, we notice agrowth of Asian imports. This situation is possible if the demandon
energy products ard services of international anddomestic travel increases in these different
regions during this period.

The average trade of Ol
Member Countries could
decrease from 17% to 33% in
2020 due to the economic
situation of each country and
the impact of soaring prices of oil
and other commodities in
addition to decline
receipts from tourism, logistics
and commercial services.
According to ICDT calculations
based on data comjed from the
WTO, UNCTAD, ITC and W& of
May 2021, the volume of world
trade could fall by around 11%
moving from 3.7 in 2019
to 3.3 trillion USDin 2020 due to
the Qovid-19 pandemic.

The most affected countris are
Turkey, Egypt, Pakistan, Unitec
Arab Emirates, Iran, Mopocco,
Irag, Lebanon, Afghanistan, and
Jordan with a drop in trade
estimated at 10 billion USD for
eachcountry during this period.
The key actors of foreign trade of
OIC member States are: United
Arab Emirates, Malaysia Turkey,
Saud Arabia, Indonesia, Qatar,
Kuwait, Iraq, Bangladesh, ant
Egypt which have securec
around 74,3% of this trade in
2020.

Exports shrank by 95% and
imports by 12,2% in 2020 due to
the impact of @vid-19.

Accarding to ITC datg the major
marketed products are
dominated by mineral fuels,
machinery and electrical articles,
fine pearls, plastic articles,
machinery and  mechanical
articles, animal and vegetable
oils, clothing and motor vehicles.
iron, steel, cereals
pharmaceuticals, and optical
devices.

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The most affectedsectors according to the study undertaken by the ICDT on the impact of
Covid-19 on trade andinvestment are: agribusiness, healh particularly the marketing of
medical products, tourism (transportation, and travels), digitalization of foreign trade
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operations, educational services ecommerce restaurant servicesetc.8

The general decrease @ trade of OICmember Statesis also attributed to the price fluctuation
of petroleum, agibusiness,mining products as well astravel restrictions between countries
during Covid-19 pandemic.

According to ICDT study of September2020, produdion structures have been impacted in
the member States and the GDP could decreaséom 300 to 600 billion USD along with
consumption and tourism from 200 to 400 billion USD in 2020

Furthermore, prices fluctuation of petroleum products caused theGDP reduction of member
Statesby 17 to 29 kllion USD in 2@®0 and adrop in exports of these productsof Saudi Arabiag
United Arab Emirates, Iran,Nigeria, Kuwait, Qatar, Iraq, Kazakhstan Oman, Algeria, Moroccp
Azerbaijan, Lebanoncompared to a increasein Turkey, Pakistan,and Indonesia

Increasedtaxes on fad products during the pandemic could generate aise in the exports
of member Statesranging from 7 to 19 billion USD in 2020 such as Turkey, Malaysia, ¥,

Iran, Morocco,Benin, Oman, and Bangladeshyet it could generate a decline focountries such
as Ngeria, Senegal Burkina. In addition, the increase of tle prices of medical products could
also enhance tle exports of OICmembers by 2 to 6billion USD in 2020 together with

the production of health sectorindustry reaching 23 billion USD.It is the caseof Indonesia,

Jordan Pakistanthe exporters of medical and textie products.

During the pandemic, several memberStates and regional organkations have taken
temporary commercial measures including the closure of borders except for traks and
aircrafts cargo in order to provide medical and food productsas well as comnrercial
restrictions in the field of quality standards periods, the quantities of &ports of essntial
products.

Direct foreign investments have declined significantly in several countries of Sub-Saharan
Africa, the Arab world and Asia and several projects are at standstill (business affairs,
construction, manufacturing) as well asthe cancellation or postponement of the contusion of
trade agreaments and bilateral and regonal investments. Therefore, some trade and
investment promotion agreements of TPOsand IPAs have been concluded online. Moreover,
Covid-19 could lower FDI by 30 to 406 between 2020 and 2021 {208% for energy, -116%
for air transport and -47% for the automotive sector).

During the pandemic OIC members have introducethudgetary measuresin order to assue
the resilience of their economies and have applied restrictive nasues to reduceits spread
and ensure a logical supply of essential food and medicalproducts. they also have benefited
from the financial and technical assistance services of several OEhd international
institutions.

Besides,|ICDT organized numerous webinars on norms and certification, promotion of trade,
financing and the insurance oftrade and investments, trade and international negotiations
and regional integration, business information through the collection of statistics of trade
in services marketing of tourism destinations, Doing Business and the promotion of
investment in OlCcountries, and the organization of digital forums.

To better combat the geeral spread of pandemics, Member States and OIC Institutions should
invest more in the pharmaceutical and medical industrat national and regional levelin order
to have stock thresholds to avoid lte shortage of thee products and lower the volume of
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imports.

Trade in servicesof Member Statesrecorded USD 977 billionin 2019, i.e. 8% of world trade
in services, accountig for 26% of the goods trade of OIC countries. The main marketed
services are tansport and travel services whichaccumulated 82% and directly contribute
to the increase indemand of energy products and tourism services. In 2020, trde in services
could decline by around half to twathirds in several member States due to restrictions
on international and domestic traves totaling around USD 40 billion,acmrding to SESRIC
data.

Intra-OIC imports recorded a decrease ©17.3% during this period, i.e. moving fromUSD
327.6 billion in 2019 to USD271billion in 2020 due to the noticeable decline of irporting
more than one billionfrom: Oman,United Arab Emirates, Bangladesh, lalonesia, lran, Egypt,
Pakistan, Libya, QatarSudan,Tunisia, Malaysia, Ageria, SaudiArabia, Morocco, Mali, Somalia

The imported products among OIC countries arepredominated by the same intra-OIC
exported products in 2020.

To sum up, Iintra-OIC trade is

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V. THE WAY FORWARD

The trade flow of member Sates have witnessed an unparalleled turbulence due to Covid-19
that disrupted the supply chains of raw materials and industrial products as well as
the commercial servicesnamely transportation, tourism, education, and NICT.

Foreign trade has declined approximately by 11% and irtra-OIC trade by 15.7%between
2019 and 2020, and it might be changedbetween 2021 and 2022 if thespread of the virus
weakens and vaccination campaigns keep goinglong with travels and transportation and
lifting the restrictions on trade in products and savices all over the world.

In the light of the current situation, member States OIC institutions, and development
partners should continue collaborating with each other in order to facilitate trade and
investment among OIC counies by organizing more adivities targeting the promotion,
facilitation , financing andinsurance of trade between countries and regions of OlGone.

It is worth mentioning that OIC member Sates invest in the progressive creation of a Free
Trade Area and adhere to the guiding principles of facilitating investment and the integration
of intra and interregional value chainsof OIC countries in the domain oHalal industry, ICTs,
logistics, ard transportation, agribusiness, extile, pharmaceutics, leather auomobile,
renewable energies of which the Member Staes have a substantial potential in oder
to counter the effects of ©vid-19 pandemic.
